The year two team consists of 2 classes: 2S with Mr Stephens and Mrs Matthews, 2K 
with Ms Kaur, Miss Church and Mrs Fenoo. 
 
Uniform 
This half-term child may wear summer or winter uniform.  
 
General 
A gentle reminder to send your child to school with a sunhat whilst the weather is 
still warm and apply sun-cream in the morning.  
 
Your child will need to bring a water bottle to school each day with water only. 
They are allowed a fruit/squash drink with their packed lunch. 
 
Website

Topics  
Our topic this half term will be ‘Monarchy’ and the following half term will be 
‘Castles’. Both topics will cover a range of subjects which will incorporate English, 
Science, History, Art, Design and Technology.  
 
Phonics and reading 
Each morning, children will have a phonics session focusing on developing their 
reading, writing and comprehension skills. 
 
From w/c 14th September, the children will take home a coloured Read Write Inc 
book bag book that matches their coloured phonics group in school. Your child will 
need to bring their reading book and record to school every day. 
 
English 
The focus will be on children being able to think of sentences and write them using 
a capital letter at the start of a sentence, finger spaces and full stop at the end, as 
well as using conjunctions and using prefixes and suffixes. All within a range of 
genres. 
 
Maths  
We will be focusing on place value and addition and subtraction as well as shape. 
 
P.E. 
This term P.E. will be on a Thursday afternoon. Children need to come to school 
wearing their PE kit. Can you ensure children do not wear any jewellery on this 
day. Every child is expected to participate in P.E, if for any reason they do not a 
written note is expected. 
 
Correct Kit consists of:  

• Blue Brady logo T-shirt 
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• Black/ dark blue shorts 
• Black plimsolls or trainers 
• Black/ blue jogging bottoms 
• Black/ blue sweatshirt 

Please label all items of clothing, drink bottles and lunch boxes your child brings into 
school as this will help us to return the items to their correct owner and therefore less 
lost property.  
 
Homework 
Listening and asking your child questions about their reading is the best support 
you can give them during their school life. Children are expected to read 5 times a 
week. This will also ensure they meet the threshold for reading rewards.  
 
Login on to numbots and timetable rockstars and completing the home homework 
tasks, along with the weekly spellings on spelling shed. Helping your child practise 
spellings daily and revisiting previous spellings are all great ways to support your 
child with their learning outside of school as this will consolidate their learning in 
class. Both login details can be found inside the front cover of your child’s reading 
record book. Children have been shown how to login. 
 
The 1-Minute Maths by White Rose App available for free at the App store 
is also an excellent home learning tool.  
 
 
Additionally, homework based upon our current topic will be posted on the website. 
Children can complete as many of the tasks as they would like and one photograph 
for each activity completed may be uploaded.  
 
Milk 
If you would like your child to continue to have milk please register and pay via 
https://www.coolmilk.com/ . 
 
If you are receiving any benefits your child maybe eligible for free school milk – 
please speak to Mrs Franklyn in the school office on how to register. 
 
Collection at the end of the day 
We will dismiss each child individually once their class teacher has personally seen 
you or the adult authorised to collect your child. Please ensure all adults collecting 
your child are aware of this procedure. This helps us to recognise you and adults 
associated with your child. If another adult is collecting your child please notify the 
school, your child’s safety is of paramount importance to us.
