Please be aware we would like to keep these photographs for a display (and return them before Christmas) so photocopies are fine! Please send these in ASAP and hand to an adult at the door.

· Please bring a full change of clothes for us to keep at school in case of any accidents (this includes underwear and socks too, we would prefer this to be uniform but other clothes are also fine). Please ensure these are clearly labelled in a bag we can keep on your child’s peg.
